PUSO High School Outreach Mentorship Program 2011-2012
Program details:
· We will be mentoring students from Santa Ana High School in Santa Ana, California (beginning Winter Quarter)

· Applications will be due during Week 1 of Winter Quarter. 1st/2nd weeks of Winter Quarter 2010 is when interviews will be held.

· Mentors will start interacting with Santa Ana High School students in the beginning of Winter Quarter 2010 and Spring Quarter 2010 
The Program:
The bimonthly 3-4 hour program sessions will be comprised of two components: academic preparation and holistic personal development, each being one hour. There will be two cycles: the           first cycle will be academically based (winter quarter), the second cycle will be mentorship based (spring quarter).

Academic Preparation Cycle:
The academic preparation will focus on two subjects: math and chemistry. The mentor to student ratio will be 1:1, and each group (family) will be comprised of three students and three mentors. Although the focus will be primarily guiding the student through the homework, a secondary goal is to build a trusting, respectful, and positive relationship with student.
The holistic personal development component will be done through workshops that will address topics pertinent to the youth today such as identity, history, diversity and multiculturalism, and applying to college, among others.

There will also be monthly activities and get-togethers outside of the school coordinated by the SIAP Coordinators. They include dinners, attending community events, and other special events. Also, mentors are expected to contact their mentees on a weekly basis to check up on their academic and personal progress and development.

Evaluation and Accountability Tracking:
Mentors will fill out weekly evaluation and accountability sheets. The mentors will document how the session went, what went well and what can be improved, and stories about any interesting interactions with the students.

The Evaluation and Training Session:
Weekly evaluation/training sessions will be held throughout winter quarter to serve two purposes:   1)  to voice evaluation and discussion of the previous session, and 2) to prepare for the workshop in the following session. Mentors will be turning in their weekly evaluation reports at the beginning of the session. A roundtable discussion and open forum will be conducted to evaluate as a group.
The Conference:
There will be a SIAP conference at the UC Irvine campus in the Spring Quarter. The purpose is to promote application and entrance into higher education by immersing the high school student in college life. There will be workshops about financial aid and student life as well as campus tours. The conference will comprise of an opening ceremony, lunch, closing ceremony, and after-event.
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
